Also, if your Otter did not swim in (at least) 2 dual meets this season, they CANNOT participate in the divisional meet. Time Trials is NOT considered a dual meet! In addition, if your Otter does not have a time (for 25 yds) of less than 59.99 seconds, they CANNOT swim that stroke at the divisional meet. This last rule most likely affects our younger Otters. Time trial times and DQ’d times may not be used.
