I would like to officially welcome back all of our former Otters that I saw


at practice last week. It was good to see so many familiar faces again around the pool. We are now up to 185 swimmers. Many of them are new to the team. Let’s all welcome them to our Otter family and make them feel at home. This week of practice is leading up to Time Trials on Saturday, so we need to get serious about our strokes and form. There is no time for fooling around at practice. We want you to have fun, but more importantly, we want you to improve your swimming. There are some rules that we follow at practice.  


They are as follows:





1.  When a coach blows a whistle, everyone MUST stop talking and 


    LOOK at that coach.





2.  There is to be no horseplay of any kind anywhere in the pool area


    during practice. This includes hitting others with the kickboards,  


    pushing others into the pool, splashing others in the face, etc.


    


3.  There is NEVER to be any running in or around the pool area. This 


     is very dangerous.      





4.   There is to be NO spitting anywhere in or around the pool area.





5.  There is to be no teasing, taunting, laughing at or making fun of any


    other swimmer during practice. We all need to support each other


    where ever we are in our swimming ability!


    


 Failure to abide by any of these rules will result in a warning, then a time-out and then expulsion for the remainder of practice. Your parents will be notified if a problem persists. We hope that it doesn’t get to that point with any swimmer. We really want this to be fun, but we need your help and cooperation.

TIME TRIALS - THIS SATURDAY! WARM UPS AT 7 a.m.


It is important to come to time trials, even if you can’t stay till the end of the meet. If you must leave early, we will time your child’s missed strokes during practice on Monday. The purpose of time trials is to establish a seed time for all swimmers in all events. It is also great ‘practice’ for all the volunteers. 


Warm-ups begin at 7:00 am for everyone!  ALL SWIMMERS MUST CHECK-IN UPON ARRIVAL.  There will be a table with a list of all swimmers. Please circle your name to indicate that you are at the meet.  After you check-in, you must find the team parent for your age group and get your heat assignments.  Remember, it is not the responsibility of the team parent to keep up with your child during the meet. They are responsible for getting the swimmers to the ready bench at the appropriate time.
