Going east on Northpark Drive-turn right onto Woodland Hills Drive—go approx 1 mile-turn left onto Pine Terrace go to the end(Kingwood Middle School is on the left)-turn left onto Cedar Knolls—you can park into this parking lot at school—pool is a little farther down on left hand side on Cedar Knolls.


Or from Hunters Ridge-go to Tree Lane-turn left on Green Village (next to Gazebo)-right onto Cedar Knolls-pool is on left
