Our team area will be assigned in the cafeteria.  If your Otter did not swim an individual event in a dual meet this season, then they CANNOT swim that event at the divisional meet. For example, if the swimmer never swam Butterfly at a dual meet then they cannot swim Butterfly at the divisional meet.  Also, if your Otter did not swim in (at least) 2 dual meets this season, they CANNOT participate in the divisional meet.  Time Trials is NOT considered a dual meet!  Medals will be awarded for placing 1st through 8th in individual events and 1st through 6th place in relays. Ribbons will be awarded for placing 9th through 16th in individual events.


DIRECTIONS TO NEW CANEY HIGH SCHOOL: Take US59 N past Porter. The next exit after FM1314 (Porter) is Community Drive. Exit at Community Drive and stay on feeder. New Caney HS is approximately 1/3rd mile on the right. It can easily be accessed from the feeder road. Turn right- go about ½ mile to front of HS. You will pass back of HS. Proceed to front side. Entry doors are under the school name.
